What is Life-Long Faith Formation? 
     Within the St. Patrick Parish Mission Statement is the phrase ñlife-long faith formation.ò   One of the concerns that 
arose from the insights provided by various parishioners about the mission statement was an uncertainty of what this 
phrase actually means.  The Strategic Planning Committee feels that this uncertainty should be addressed. 
     ñLife-long faith formationò is a term used among Catholic religious educators in our country (indeed, throughout the 
world) that refers to the need to provide to all age groups a constant stream of opportunities for instruction in our faith 
(classroom, seminars, updates and other handouts).  Such opportunities provide more than information; they encourage 
both reflection upon what has been learned, and internalization of what this means to living out the faith in a concrete, 
daily fashion in oneôs own life and the life of the faith community, indeed our community at-large.  The term implies that 
we, who are in need of continual nurturingðespecially as we progress through life with its many stages, unfolding age 
and life-changing situations, and the demands such place upon usðneed to open ourselves to the Spirit of God  which 
is forever unfolding itself to sustain and support us.

The Plan 

I have been dying to tell you this, and now that I can . . . I canõt find the words!  

Over the course of the year, this staff has examined what they do and what works.  We credit much of our success in the classroom to our teachers and our willing-
ness to try something new.  With the help of the Archdiocese of Indianapolis, the teachers at St. Patrick School started our version of RtI (Response to Interven-
tion).  The professional development moved us in a direction that improved our math scores on the ISTEP and taught us that we can individualize education.  It helped 

us to think outside the box. 

We saw our success and started to ask hard questions.  What if we could do this for core classes?  What if we could ensure mastery of content before moving the 
class on?  Again, the Archdiocese of Indianapolis tossed us a life-line.  Value-Added Education.  We talked about it at faculty meetings; I did further research.  And 

then four teachers volunteered to give it a shot. 

We feel like we are about to revolutionize education.

and move for the good of our students.  This new plan, this progressive idea, has just evolved.

                                    Grades 3, 4, and 5 will be Value-Added for Language Arts and Math.  Mrs. Eilbracht, Mrs. Mauer, Ms. Truxal and Mrs. Wright all volunteered to 
implement the new approach.  Currently, they are doing further research with plans to meet over the summer.  Again, the Archdiocese of Indianapolis will be offering 
us support and professional development.  They spend a large part of their time presenting at national conferences; for the first time, many public school systems are 

looking to a parochial school system for advice. 

The state of Indiana has recently revamped their Science Standards.  Did you know that the state of Indiana is #5 in the nation for employment in the sciences?  Unfor-
tunately, we are not as high in Science Education.  In the interest of keeping Hoosiers in Indiana, and employing them in the sciences, the state is sponsoring Science 
2010.  The professional development is free to schools who agree to pilot the program.  Susan McDowell, along with our kindergarten, first, and second grade teach-
ers, will be attending the training with me.  Indiana is challenging us to move to inquiry-based science lessons.  We are up to the challenge.  For more info, go to
