Be Free From the Weight of Sin 

 

 One weekend a few years ago, I was a leader at a high school 

youth ministry retreat.  At one of the sessions, the facilitator talked 

about Jesus taking our sins upon Himself and dying in our place to 

take our punishment away.  He asked if anyone still felt guilty over 

confessed sins and was not enjoying the forgiveness of God. 

 

 The group of students was asked to write down the sin or sins 

on a piece of paper, walk to the front of the room and nail the paper 

to the cross that was placed there.  Some went forward and you could 

hear the pounding of nails for several minutes.  That act didnôt give 

us forgiveness, of course, but it was a reminder that Jesus had al-

ready taken those sins on Himself as He hung on the cross and died. 

 

 If we confess our sin to God, seeking his forgiveness, He will 

forgive us.  We donôt need to hold on to the guilt of our sins.  Our 

sins have been nailed to the cross and have been taken away.  Jesus 

has forgiven them all. Guilt is a burden God never intended for us 

to bear.  Pray for the courage to let go and let God free us from the 

weight of our sin.
