                           Are We Too Busy? 
 

 I was reading a recent article about a survey taken of over 
20,000 Christians who responded to the survey of obstacles of growing 
in your faith.  The survey found that over 40 percent of Christians who 
took the survey say they óoftenô or óalwaysô rush from job to job.  About 
60 percent of Christians say that it is óoftenô or óalwaysô true that the 
busyness of their lives gets in the way of developing their relationship 
with God.  It is clear that busyness does distract from getting closer to 
God. 
 
 In Luke chapter 10, the story of Martha also allowed her busy-
ness to distract her from spending time with Jesus.  When she welcomed 
Jesus and His disciples into her home, she was occupied with making 
sure they were comfortable.   These things had to be done, but Luke 
seems to indicate that Martha was too busy with her work to enjoy Jesusô 
words and the time spent with Him. 
 
 How about us? Are we rushing around from job to job, allowing 
our busyness of life or even the work for Jesus to distract us from enjoy-
ing His presence with us?  If we are too busy for God, we are too busy.  
Let us ask God to help us not to be so busy and devote time each day 
for prayer by making Jesus our focus.

Feast of St. Anthony  - Priest and Doctor 

Anthony is one of the most popular saints in the Church. He is 

the patron of lost things and numerous other causes. In Brazil, 

he is considered a general of the army; he is the patron of the 

poor and has been recognized as a wonderworker from the 

moment of his death. 

He was born in Portugal and entered the Augustinian monas-

tery of Sao Vicente in Lisbon when he was fifteen. When 

news of the Franciscan martyrs in Morocco reached him, he 

joined the Franciscans at Coimbra. At his own request, he 

was sent as a missionary to Morocco, but he became ill, and 

on his return journey his boat was driven off course and he 

landed in Sicily. He took part in St. Francis' famous Chapter of 

Mats in 1221 and was assigned to the Franciscan province of 

Romagna. 

He became a preacher by accident. When a scheduled 

preacher did not show up for an ordination ceremony at Forli, 

the Franciscan superior told Anthony to go into the pulpit. His 

eloquence stirred everyone, and he was assigned to preach 

throughout northern Italy. Because of his success in convert-

ing heretics, he was called the "Hammer of Heretics" and 

because of his learning, St. Francis himself appointed him a 

teacher of theology. St. Anthony of Padua was such a forceful 

preacher that shops closed when he came to town, and peo-

ple stayed all night in church to be present for his sermons. 

He became associated with Padua because he made this city 

his residence and the center of his great preaching mission. 

After a series of Lenten sermons in 1231, Anthony's strength 

gave out and he went into seclusion at Camposanpiero but 

soon had to be carried back to Padua. He did not reach the 

city but was taken to the Poor Clare convent at Arcella, where 

he died. He was thirty-six years old, and the whole city of 

Padua turned out in mourning for his passing. 

He was canonized within a year of his death and was de-

clared a Doctor of the 

Church by Pope Pius XII 

in 1946.

Walking to Jerusalem 

Certain similarities exist between families with small children.  I am pretty sure that my family is not alone when it comes to car-riding behavior.  Typically, itôs 
pretty loud.  Usually there is some friendly banter between siblings that can turn sour with a look, an utterance, or a slug-bug (thank you, Volkswagen, for 

your new ad campaign that has changed my car-driving experience).  

This particular week has had moments of grace, though.  The shrill accusations from my children were minimized by a message from Paul.  My first-grader 

had a portion of the first reading at our all-school mass this week.  We practiced in the car . . . before and after the event. 

ñI am now going to Jerusalem.  The Holy Spirit is sending me. 
What will happen to me there I do not know, 

The Holy Spirit has warned me 
That prison and struggles await me. 
Yet I consider my life not important. 

I want to finish my work 
and the ministry that I received from the Lord Jesus. 
I want to bear witness to Godôs Gospel of grace.ò 

  
The reading is shared in the first person, so the first time I heard the words ñprison and struggles await meò come out of my seven-year-oldôs mouth, I was 

alarmed.  I uttered a silent prayer . . . spare him, Lord.  Spare him from prison and struggles. 

The second time he read the words, shortly after a shrill scream from the back of the car, I asked God to spare me from prison. 

All kidding aside, we would like to spare our children from any struggles.  But is it really wise?  Does anyone in real-life escape struggles?  Struggle is rela-
tive; some lives seem much harder than others.  However, each has its own challenges.  Do I really want to spare my children of simple struggles now when 

a more difficult road lies ahead?  Sometimes we have to struggle with the little things to learn how to deal with the much bigger challenges that await us. 

When the first Little Tikes play set came to our house, I had one hand on my childôs diapered bottom as he climbed up the platform.  ñIôd let him fall off,ò my 

dad said.  ñSix inches off the ground is a lot closer than itôll be at the park when heôs older.ò 

Being a new mom, I gasped.  Let my baby fall? Not if I can catch him!  But as the week wore on and the toddler became more accustomed to the play set, I 
saw my Dadôs point.  I canôt catch him all the time.  He wonôt be in diapers forever.  Eventually, I let him fall.  He cried.  I encouraged him to try it again.  He 

resisted.  I showed him the mistake.  He tried again.  

My father and Paul might have been good friends. 

This passage has become a thing of beauty for me now.  I can see how it applies to us here at St. Patrick School . . . ñI want to finish my work and the minis-
try that I received from the Lord Jesus.ò  We have been called by the Holy Spirit to walk our way to Jerusalem, that place of peace we all search for.  Our staff 
is committed to their work, their call.  Teaching is a vocation.  We strive to help each student reach his or her fullest potential so that they too might hear their 
call.  No matter what profession our students will eventually be called to, they have the ability to do good work in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.  We as-
sist in helping your child see his or her gifts, and how they truly are gifts from God.  We take our work seriously helping our students on their way to Jerusa-

lem. 

So when do we allow our children to fall?  I pondered this as I drove further down Poplar amid the static noise in the back seat.  My thought is interrupted by a 
kick to the back of my seat, (Who am I kidding? This car is a prison!)  but I return to it easily.  All parents want to do the right thing; no one parents with the 
intention of messing it up.  Again, itôs a judgment call, and parenting is personal.  But there will be struggles . . . and itôs easier to walk our children through the 

little struggles now. 

Itôs a tough walk to Jerusalem, but you are not alone.  Trust.  Believe.  Have faith.  We want the same for your children.
