SISTERS OF PROVIDENCE  

Michael Morwood, a well-known presenter 
on theological issues with more than 30 
years experience in retreat, education, par-
ish and youth ministries, will lead a retreat 
Aug. 8-14 at Saint Mary-of-the-Woods.

He is the author of several books, including 
Tomorrowôs Catholic: Understanding God 
and Jesus in a New Millenium; Is Jesus 
God? Finding our Faith; and Trusting Our 
Faith. 
 Cost of the retreat is $450, which 
includes room and board. Cost is $325 for 
commuters. Registration deadline is July 16 
with a $50 deposit due at time of registration.
