Poverty Rates Climbs 

Times have been tough for many as they struggle to find and keep employment 
to support themselves and their families. As of January 2011, unemployment 
rates in Vigo County were at 10.2%.  According to the 2009 U.S. 
Census Bureau, poverty is a growing problem across the nation. Terre 
Haute is no exception. To illustrate, here are some statistics: 

 • Nationwide 14.3% live below poverty level. 
 • Indiana as a whole has 14.4% of its residents living in poverty. 
 • 28.3% of Terre Haute residents live below the poverty level. 
 • 15% of Terre Haute residents have income of less than 50% of the 
    poverty level. 
 • I in 3 children live in poverty in Terre Haute, Indiana. 
 • More than half of Vigo County school children receive free or reduced- 
    price breakfast and lunch at school. 

This beckons us to prayer, does it not?  And to action, especially through our ministries of Saint     
Patrick Soup Kitchen, Saint Margaret Mary cooperative food pantry with Salvation Army, St. Ann’s 
Medical Clinic, St. Ann’s Dental Clinic, the Food Pantry at the former Saint Leonard, West Terre 
Haute, and  Catholic Charities, Terre Haute, many efforts to feed and care for the poor throughout 
a 7 county catchment area.
